As a result, a candidate can win a majority in the
Electoral College without necessarily winning a majority of the votes cast across the
country. In the presidential election of 2016, Donald Trump won the presidency over
Hillary Clinton by getting the most Electoral College votes, even though Clinton re-
ceived more votes than Trump in the popular election.

The Magna Carta, dated June 15, 1215, was essentially a peace treaty between King
John and his barons that guaranteed that the king would respect the barons’ Feudal
Rights and Privileges and uphold the freedom of the Church, and maintain the na-
tion’s laws.
